Chevron Ready to Roll in New Drum Set

If you happen to be out and about in the South
Bay after 10 p.m. the next three Wednesdays
and find a good viewing spot, you might have
an opportunity to witness an event that may
not come around again until the late 2050s or
so. While it might not attract the same crowds
the Space Shuttle Endeavour did last fall, it
will be quite the undertaking and a memorable
sight when Chevron transports six giant steel
drums from King Harbor in Redondo Beach
to the company’s El Segundo refinery. Used
to manufacture petroleum products such as
gasoline, diesel and jet fuel, the 100-foot-long,
28-foot-in-diameter coke drums each weigh
about a half a million pounds. They will replace
Chevron’s existing 45-year-old coke drums that
have reached the end of their useful life cycles.
The new coke drums will be nested in a tall
derrick structure that is a unique feature of the
refinery landscape. In addition to replacing the
old drums--which will be cleaned, cut up on
site and recycled--Chevron will also execute
additional safety and seismic stability upgrades
on the derrick structure. The project itself will
bring between 2,000 and 3,000 short-term jobs
to the area and be completed in 2014.

Built in Spain (the United States has no
steel fabrication shops with the manufacturing
capabilities for this job), the drums arrived late
last month at the Port of Los Angeles via a
specially designed cargo ship after a month-
long, 7,330-nautical mile journey to the West
Coast. Over the next three Monday nights,
the drums will move two at a time from the
Port of LA to King Harbor. After two days
in a staging area, they will make the 4.5-mile
trek to Gate 21 at Chevron’s Rosecrans Avenue
entrance where they will be put in place by
one of the world’s largest cranes. To navigate
through city streets, crews will tote the drums on
three consecutive Wednesday nights beginning
February 20 between 10 p.m. and 5 p.m. at the

not-so-breakneck speed of one to three miles
per hour. But with a million pounds of cargo
in one load, a Toyota Tundra (the truck that
towed the svelte-in-comparison, 300,000-pound
Space Shuttle and transport vehicle) won’t
quite do the trick.

To get the job done, the refinery will instead
use a custom-designed, Caltrans-approved, 432-
ton vehicle that boasts 32 axles, 128 wheels,
80-yard dollies, and a truck in front and in back
for traction and braking. The sheer size and

height of the load will also require infrastructure
improvements and other preparatory work by
Southern California Edison crews beginning
this Monday, as well as other mitigations from
Chevron. These will include raising power
lines, replacing power poles, trimming trees to
clear the pathway, and removing and replacing

portions of the median.
In the specific case of El Segundo, one-half
of Rosecrans is within the city limits. “Trees

She described the progress
being made in complying with and improving
the development of District programs
adhering to the state-mandated common core
standards. She spoke of District programs
dealing with the common core standards
for English, Language and the Arts. She
also detailed the progress being made at
El Segundo Middle School as the campus
moves forward to becoming a coveted
International Baccalaureate status school.

Said Hickey, in an email prior to the
meeting: “We’ve spent a major part of
this year’s professional development really
studying and analyzing the common core
state standards to figure out what these
new standards mean to our curriculum
and our student learning.

more time with their students in digging
deeper into texts, literature and lesson
units. This will be an ongoing process,
but one that feels like it really will benefit
our students.”

Hickey detailed the work that will
continue in the classrooms as the District
administrators and teachers tirelessly
work to prepare students for current and
future success in the very competitive 21*
Century college environment, and later
in the workplace. Board member Bill
Watkins lauded the presentation, noting
that the synergy achieved by melding the
different teaching disciplines together can
only serve to benefit local students.

The rest of the first Board meeting in
February included the acceptance of gifts
bestowed upon the District, including
a $6,100 stipend from Spine Care &

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Down Memory Lane

El Segundo — The Early Years

El Segundo was founded in 1911 when
the Richmond refinery of the Standard Oil
Company of California sent R.J “Dick” Hanna
and Walt Peterson to Southern California to
select a site for their second refinery. Because
it was Standard’s second, the site was named
El Segundo (“The Second” in Spanish) at the
suggestion of Mr. Hanna’s wife Virginia. In
return Virginia Street was name for her.

Standard Oil executives decided to build the
second refinery because Southern California
had an exploding population of people driving
automobiles that needed fuel and lubricants.
The site had to be in an area that was flat and
close to the ocean since, at the time, virtually
all of the crude oil and finished products
were shipped by small tankers. Hanna and
Peterson selected a site located about 15 miles
southwest of Los Angeles on the Spanish land
grant “Rancho EI Sausal Redondo”.

The city had a population of about 1,500
to 2,000 residents. Most of the men were
employees of the refinery or operated local
businesses or were professionals

The El Segundo Land Company laid out the
street pattern with avenues running west to east
and streets south to north. In the early years,
only a few streets were paved, fewer had curbs
and sidewalks. Most of the other roads were
dirt with the weeds scraped off from the fields.

Street names have change through the years:
Grand Avenue was El Segundo Avenue; El
Segundo Boulevard was Ballona Avenue;
Imperial Avenue was first Bellvue Avenue, then
Collingswood Avenue; Sepulveda Boulevard
was Arizona Road; Aviation Boulevard was

provided a wide variety of products and services,
including a drug store, a men’s clothing store
and the telephone company.

The refinery in the early days was not a
very good environmental neighbor, at times
spewing out large amounts of carbon dioxide
gas, which smells like rotten eggs. With the
always-prevalent on-shore wind, the gas blew
into the eastern part of the community. Hence
“Smokey Hollow” got its name. Our family home
at 231 Sheldon Street was directly in the path
of the stinky stuff, and we got it often. UGH!!

The only manufacturing companies, other
than the Standard Oil Company, were Lambert
Mfg., Gasol Tractor Mfg., both located at the
southwest corner of Penn Street and Pine
Avenues and The Pickwick Motor Coach
Company located at the intersection of Imperial
Highway and Aviation Boulevard.

Life was not as hectic in the early years.
There were no Blue Rays, ipads, ipods, cell
phones, Internet, television or computers.

Whenever possible kids played outside, mainly
in the dirt. They played tag, spin the bottle,
megs (marbles), raced on foot or down hills
in home made apple box carts built from two
by fours and toy wagon wheels, they swam in
Standard Oil’s fly casting pool at Hilltop Park or
the old city plunge, they climbed into the sand
dunes, they also built tunnels and caves that
were simply trenches that were dug, covered
with wooden boards, newspapers and dirt.

Adult life was also simpler, a man wooed a
woman, the woman fell in love with the man,
they got married, stayed married and raised a
family. The family lived together, ate together,
slept together, often sang together and played
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the Inglewood to Redondo Beach Road; and

Loma Vista Street north of Mariposa was
Buena Vista.

Prior to WWII virtually all homes were
located west of the water tower. To the east,
the few homes were part of large farms with
barns and corrals containing cows, horses, mules
and goats. Crops grown on the large acreage
were planted with hay, wheat, lima beans, or
just left covered with weeds.

The first homes in the community were
tents with outdoor facilities for cooking and
other necessities. Later, the mostly two-story,
brick or wooden homes were built primarily on
Whiting and Virginia Streets. Many of them
had large covered front porches where it was
easy to mount a two-person swing in which
young lovers could sit and smooch on a warm
summer’s evening. Some of those lovely homes
still exist. The homes now located east of the
water tower were constructed after WWIIL.

Since the refinery clock-house was located
directly across from the south end of Richmond
Street the business district developed on the
100 and 200 blocks of Richmond Street and
Grand Avenue because most of the refinery
employees used them going to and from work.

Interestingly, for a tie, on the west west
side of Richmond’s 200 block there were three
grocery stores, Humpty Dumpty, Piggly Wiggly
and the Spartan Market. The other businesses

games together.

Walking, bike riding, autos and busses were
the normal modes of transportation. ~Many
automobile brands were available, but, by
far, the most popular was Ford’s Model “T”,
often called the “Tin Lizzy”. The car was
rugged, dependable and affordable. An oft
heard expression was “ten past ten” meaning
two tin Model “T’s” passing each other. By
1930, most families owned a car.

Trips west on Grand Avenue led over the
sand dunes to the ocean. On the north side,
at the top of dunes was huge hole everyone
called the “bowl”. A piece of cardboard or old
steel sheet provided a great sled to slide down
the steep sides of the bowl. Groups camped
out at the bottom of the bowl with campfires
where folks roasted hot dogs, marshmallows
or other goodies.

Boy Scout troop 267 often, at night, played
“Capture the Flag”at the bowl, a game in which
the troop was divided into two teams, one at
the top north side of the bowl, the other at
south side. The objective was to sneak down,
grab the flag and carry it to your team without
being caught by the other team. It was exciting
and lots of fun.

This column is not meant to disparage today’s
lifestyle, which is far more comfortable and
enjoyable, but to give a rough idea of life in
early El Segundo. *
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Local Support Helps Keep
Teen Center Young

A haven for local 13 to 18-year-olds since
its inception in the 1970s, El Segundo’s Teen
Center is now quite a bit older than the kids
who hang out there. But with a number of
cosmetic improvements and other upgrades
in the works thanks to the help of community
supporters, the Downtown-area facility is poised
to continue providing a fun, safe, clean and
drug- and alcohol-free environment for local
teenagers. “I think that the Teen Center plays
a really big role in such a small community
because it gives kids a place to call their own,”
explained Teen Center Coordinator Shawn
Green. “At the Teen Center, they are able to
participate in many activities like skateboarding,
basketball, pool and ping-pong, and they have
a weight room that was donated by the El
Segundo Police Department.”

Like many of the dozen-plus staff members
there, Green, now 30, became a regular at
the Teen Center during his middle school
days and remained involved ever since. The
list of now grown-up community members
who spent countless hours there during their
formative years is quite extensive and includes
well-known local sports stars, teachers, police
officers, firefighters and business owners. These
individuals as well as others in town continue
to step up to help fund various improvement
projects at the Teen Center.

“Several months ago, we were contacted
by a community member who expressed his
interest in helping the City raise money to
purchase and install new backboards at the
Teen Center basketball court,” said El Segundo
Recreation and Parks Superintendent Meredith
Petit. “He reminisced about how his sons played
basketball there as children--but as they grow
to be teenagers, he felt like the court needed
to be brought up to par with glass backboards,
etc. to make it more appealing.”

That resident (who wished to remain
anonymous) kicked in $500 of his own money
to get the ball rolling, so to speak. Green
jumped at the prospect of new backboards and
with the help of the volunteer group REACT
(Recreation Event and Activities Committee for
Teens), has helped raise most of the necessary
funds through general community outreach,
a golf tournament, booths at the Hometown
Fair and Fourth of July Celebration, and at the
Mayor’s Breakfast, among other events. The
new equipment will cost between $5,000 and
$6,000, including installation. “We’re almost
there and we are hoping there are a couple
more donations to come in,” said Green.

The backboard replacement is not the only
improvement planned, however. “We are also in
the middle of several painting projects for the

inside of the Teen Center as well as trying to
get more money raised for a new sound system
and upgrades to our Skate Park,” said Green.

As someone who grew up at the Teen Center,
Green emphasized the importance of maintaining
some of the traditions built there over the years--
but welcome changes like the new weight room,
upgraded basketball court, several new murals
and program revamps and additions (including
a new summer basketball league) have kept
the Teen Center fresh and current. With 50
to 100 attendees a day on average during the
week (including at the adjacent Skate Park)
and double that amount on weekends, it helps
to provide a wealth of offerings.

In addition to the outside courts and Skate
Park, the facility features two Xbox 360s and
Wii video game systems, two 50-inch LCD
flat screen TVs, nine standard televisions, a
weight room and fitness facility, football and
ping-pong tables and three pool tables. Among
the regularly scheduled events, post-game
basketball parties take place after El Segundo
Eagles’ home games, with free pizza and
beverages for all attendees. The Teen Center
also oversees an after-school program held at
El Segundo Middle School known as SPARK,
which offers tutoring, computer access, sports
and games supervised by Recreation and Parks
staff. Cost is $50 per school semester. “Among
the other programs that the Teen Center runs are
GABIT, TCFL, Over the Line, Snowboard Trip,
Baseball Games, Movie Trips, Skate Contest
and Recreation Park Basketball--which now
offers a summer league,” said Green. “Some
of these programs are in our budget and others
are raised through REACT. We’ve developed
many of these programs and revamped others
to make them bigger and more successful.”

Green hopes the combination of programs,
fun events, supportive adults and a “cool”
place to hang out will continue to resonate
with local youth and keep them on a straight
and narrow path as they get older. “The Teen
Center has been in my life since I was 12
and made a major impact on the person I
am today,” added Green. “It has really been
rewarding going from a participant to a staff
member to the person who now gets to run
all these awesome events. Hopefully, we can
continue to influence kids to make the best
decisions possible in their lives.”

The Teen Center is open Monday to Thursday
from 2:30 p.m. to 9 p.m., Friday and Saturday
from 2:30 p.m. to 10:30 p.m. and Sunday from
noon to 5 p.m. The Skate Park is open the
same hours for youths 13 to 18, but is open
to all ages Monday through Friday from 11
a.m. to 2:30 p.m. and to families on Sundays.
The facility is located at 405 E. Grand Avenue.

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Treat Your Trees:
Natives in El Segundo

The native plants of California form richly
colored meadows of spring wildflowers in
the desert to groves of Monterey cypress
on the coast and environmentally sensitive
home landscape. California’s immensely
diverse wild gardens define who we are
as a state and a people while offering us a
sense of place, pride and stability. If you
are pondering how you might incorporate
natives into your personal world, visit some
of the places in town where it is already
happening.

Marcie the Marvelous Tree, the first
planted by the eight-year-old founders of
Tree Musketeers, is a native California
Sycamore. Since her planting 26 years ago,
she has inspired millions of children around
the world to plant and care for trees. Marcie
has really lived up to her name becoming a
local landmark, published journalist, video
star and has even written her own biography
which is now the basis of a children’s musical!
She is an expert on environmental issue and
gets fan mail. You can visit her on Memory
Row, Imperial Ave. at Virginia St.

Thanks to the generosity of an El Segundo
citizen, Tree Musketeers began restoring the
native sand dune habitat on the slope below
Clutter’s Bluff in 2010. The invasive ice plant
was removed and replaced with a variety of
native flowers, trees and other plants. The
goal of the benefactor was to attract wildlife

back to the site. The coastal buckwheat has
done so well, that it may be possible in the
near future to transplant some endangered
El Segundo Blue Butterflies to live there.
At least two other endangered species have
found their own way to the habitat.

The native California Sycamore is among
the Trees to the Sea planted by more than
2,000 volunteers on Arbor Days between
2005 and 2008 in the center of Imperial
Highway. Sharing this space with the trees
are multiple native grasses and flowers. The
median of the highway was designed decades
ago to be an above ground drainage ditch to
carry inland stormwater runoff to the ocean.
The Trees to the Sea and native plants are
reducing the amount of litter and polluted
water reaching the beach.

Tree Musketeers volunteer, Jim Hatton,
has taken the belief in “going native” home.
You can cruise by his house at 210 W. Maple
Ave. to see how native plants can create a
beautiful landscape for our yards. Jim likes
to point out that his water bill is now a mere
shadow of its former self.

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U.S. Air Force Volunteers Bring STEM,
Science Night to Richmond Street Elementary

More than 175 students and parents attended
Richmond Street Elementary on January
23 for a night filled with stargazing and
STEM activities alongside volunteers from
Los Angeles Air Force Base in El Segundo.
Unfortunately the clouds in the sky hindered
the stargazing, but it didn’t keep the students
and parents from enjoying a night filled with
math and science workshops.

“We really do value our science, technology
and math programs here along with the
support that we receive from local industry,
including our Ed Foundation,” Richmond
Street Elementary Principal Dickie Van Breene
said. “We do have a reading night and a math
night, but it has been much smaller--usually
one grade at the time. We haven’t done the
whole school before and the only reason we
could do the whole school was because we
had all those Air Force volunteers.”

The night’s event was put together by the
Second Lieutenant, USAF Justin Tullos and
organized with the help approximately 50
volunteers from Los Angeles Air Force Base.
After reading information about promoting
Science, Technology, Engineering and Math
(STEM) to children that was being provided
by the base’s commanding general, Lt. Tullos
decided to act.

“I just decided that I wanted to do something
that was meaningful, and out of nowhere I

them experiments and told them to choose
the ones they thought would be best.”

The mint mobiles were made with Lifesaver
mints as wheels and included an engineering
design process for kids to follow on how
to build, design, visualize and try out their
creation. The students also used pennies to
simulate mass in order to send their mint
mobile down a ramp to try to correlate
mass and the effects on how far the mobile
would travel. With the insect trap, there was
a fictitious insect attracted to a color or a
food item and the students had to design a
trap to capture it.

“One of the main reasons that people are
moving toward more hands-on activities is
because every child learns different--every
child comprehends the material differently
and by allowing them time to just work
with their partners and work with other
students, they really get a chance to explore
their own thoughts and their own creativity,”
fourth grade science teacher Kirsten Larson
said. “Students get a chance to take their
learning to the next level. There is more of
the problem-solving aspect to this and there
really isn’t a right or wrong answer. It just
involves different ways of thinking. A lot of
the time, book work seeks one answer that
students have to find. I feel that by allowing
the students to challenge their thinking, they
are continuing to expand their thoughts

reach out to Richmond Street Elementary
School,” Lt. Tullos said. “Principal Dickie
Van Breene got back to me and was 100
percent on board and very excited that the
Air Force wanted to do something like this.
Kids will impress you with their creativity
and during that night it really showed. It
was really cool to see some of the younger
kids approach these problems differently
than those in the fifth grade. You could just
see them engaged and some of the stuff that
they came up with is just awesome and it
shows you that they found the experiments
that we were doing interesting.”

Putting the night’s activities together
was an effort that began last February and
created much enthusiasm from U.S. Air Force
personnel looking to volunteer. The evening
provided four different workshops for kids.
One workshop was operated by Destination
Science, a camp that works with the school
in the summer and provided several hands-
on activities. Infinite Learning, another camp
that works with Richmond Street Elementary
during the summer, hosted a Lego workshop.
Planet Bravo, a separate entity that works
with the school during the summer, hosted
a workshop with computer programming
activities where the kids were able to
program little cartoons or games. The Air
Force volunteers put on a workshop where
the kids made insect traps and mint mobiles.

“For young kids, we don’t just want to start
drawing math on the board and bore them. The
two experiments that I had originally shown
were a mint mobile and an insect trap, so I
presented them to the teachers [Marie Loye
and Kirsten Larson] at Richmond,” Lt. Tullos
said. “Since they know the kids, I presented

where they might not have done so--which
is typical book work.”

While the event was educational, engaging
and fun, for one military family the night at
Richmond Street became something more
than a STEM-filled evening. “One of our
deployed members from Los Angeles Air
Force Base saw the event on the Facebook
link and saw her child involved with the
night,” Lt. Tullos said. “She is still talking
about how much fun it was.”

Lt. Tullos, an engineer who works with the
satellite program office and puts up protective
communications for the war fighter, enjoyed
organizing the event and working with the
teachers, parents and most of all the kids.
Both Lt. Tullos and Van Breene look forward
to working together in the future and hosting
a similar event next year.

“I just tell them [kids] that I work with
satellites and that I work with space. Any
time you mention space or satellites, their
eyes light up and they get very excited and
I think that is one of the easiest ways to get
a kid interested,” Lt. Tullos said. “It was all
about just getting something going and using
my leadership to create the event. I don’t have
enough good things to say about them [Van
Breene and teachers] for how supportive they
were. When I told them we would have 50 or
more volunteers and that we were all going
to be in uniform and asked if it was all right,
they were more than welcoming. It was good
to hear all the parents say that all the Air
Force volunteers were very polite and they
liked how they engaged their kids. It is good
to see that we still carry the professionalism
even when we are doing events like these.” ¢

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International Night Highlights Cultural Diversity

On an otherwise quiet Thursday evening, a
cacophonous symphony of bells and stomps
poured out the doors of El Segundo Middle
School’s Bulldog Hall and into the quad.
Inside, twenty elementary, middle and high
school students moved rhythmically across
the stage in festive and traditional Bolivian
attire, dancing to the sounds of Cueca music.
Spectators tested their sense of adventure,
sampling and dining on a pot luck cuisine
spanning five continents.

The evening began with a warm welcome
from Jack Plotkin, Principal at El Segundo
Middle School.

bilingualism, including a Seal of Biliteracy
award at the high school and a Pursuit of
Biliteracy recognition at the middle school.
He also shared information with parents about
the district’s English Learner program before
finally thanking Lupita Gutierrez whom he
credited for all the legwork in organizing and
setting up the event.

Gutierrez, an English Language
Development para-educator for the district,
announced over 40 families brought cuisine
to the evening “pot luck,” ranging from
Israeli couscous to Argentine empanadas to
Ethiopian “wat” or stew.

will be trimmed and streetlights removed

and Sepulveda through Hermosa Beach and
Manhattan Beach on the way to El Segundo.
