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Senior, Disabled Citizens

In a 5-0 vote, members of the Inglewood City
Council and Mayor James T. Butts approved
aresolution that authorizes the increase in the
city’s subsidy for the Los Angeles County
Metropolitan Authority Metro Monthly Senior/
Disabled Pass. The subsidy rate for the monthly
senior/disabled pass is going to be increased
from $7 to $10 and this subsidy will allow
the city to continue providing transportation
for seniors and disabled clients, which will
remain affordable.

The staff report presented to the city
council indicates that the subsidized public
transportation services not only provide
affordable rates for older and disabled bus
patrons, but it allows for “the elderly and
disabled” to “remain independent” during a
time when transportation costs continue to
rise. “This subsidy can make a big difference
in their ability to meet needed appointments

and disabled residents for the reduced-fee
monthly bus passes, the annual budget will be
increased $60,000 increasing the city’s total
budget to $200,000. It is expected that the
sales’ revenue of $100,000 will help offset
some of the cost of the bus passes.

1 pound bacon, diced into

3/8 cup reserved bacon fat

2 cups large onion, diced

1 tablespoon oil

1 tablespoon garlic, chopped
