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From Old Vaudeville to Vodka, 
Rob Rubens Raises Your Spirits

The year is 1926. A grand vaudeville 
movie palace opens in Joliet, Illinois,  
right next to Chicago, to the tune of two 
million dollars. “New Rialto Square is 
One of Country’s Finest Theaters” reads 
an opening day headline in the Exhibitor’s  
Herald. Founded by the six Rubens 
brothers, the Rubens Rialto Theater 
opening week included twenty-foot-long 
banners above Main Street, one hundred 
custom pennants hung on trolly wires,  
ten thousand stickers, a parade, three 
bands playing in separate parts of the  
city, fireworks, confetti, and a giant searchlight.

Three generations and about eighty-eight 
years later, Rob Rubens took a trip to New 
Orleans as a management consultant to speak 
at a convention. On a whim, his sister-in-law 
invited him on a distillery tour while he was 
there. They went to the New Orleans Rum 
Distillery, and Rob knew right then that his 
path was about to change.

“I absolutely fell in love with the idea 
of making spirits. [It was a] lightbulb mo-
ment, totally.” He describes the New Orleans 
Distillery as an “eclectic mix of European 
tanks and equipment” that were once used 
for perfume manufacturing long before they 
became distilling instruments and tells of the 
“history and the love and the romance” of the 
building there that had withstood Hurricane 
Katrina and so many historical events. From 
that moment on, Rob wanted to be a part 
of this new community and learn the trade.

“I want to do this, and do something more 
tangible than handing out paper deliverables to 

people,” he says. A friend of a friend taught 
him how to home brew on his balcony, and 
from there, he wanted to learn how to distill 
it down to whiskey or vodka. Rob spent 
his time visiting distilleries and breweries, 
actually paying some people to let him work 
for them and study their craft, like a reverse 
paid internship.

About a year after this fateful tour, he 
opened R6 Distillery, named for his great 
grandfather and his five brothers. After about 
nine months of looking for a property to call 
R6 home, he came upon his current location 
here in El Segundo, where everything seemed 
to fit and work for his business. Inspired by 
the entrepreneurship of his family and the 
stories of the theater during the Roaring 20s 
and the Prohibition Era, he made his dream a 
reality and tipped his hat to his family history 
by designing his taste room like a speakeasy.

 “This could be 1920 Prohibition or 2020 
Prohibition,” he jokes, noting that designing 
this was perhaps foreshadowing that we’d be 
in another kind of prohibition with everything 
shut down right now during the pandemic.

At R6, Rob is very hands-on. He describes 
his business as a small family-owned opera-
tion and says that they do everything from 
start to finish on location: milling, mashing, 
fermenting, distilling, blending, bottling.

“I love the challenges that it presents, be-
cause it’s never the same day to day in my 
position,” says Rubens, from navigating new 
laws and restrictions on the business side to 
recipe development on the creative side. Their 
cocktail director, who’s been in the industry for 
a number of years, food scientists, and Rubens See Rob Rubens, page 4

himself, who has experience on the distillation 
side, put their minds together to get the recipe 
just right. Last year, he helped create a caramel 
whiskey, as well as hard seltzers that are set to 
be released this year. Currently, he is working 
on absinthe. This component of fun, as well 
as interacting with his highly dedicated and 
super passionate R6 team, encourages him to 
keep going with his business.

Rob produced LA County’s first locally 
distilled bourbon. He talks about their two 
main bourbons: Blue Corn Bourbon and their 
R6 Bourbon. He describes the blue corn, a 
seven-grain blend, as a “much more complex” 
whiskey, while he says the R6 is a unique drink 
and also a “gateway bourbon” to becoming a 
bourbon lover, being reminiscent in the aroma, 
nose, and taste to other high rye bourbons.

Pre-Covid, R6 catered to a wide array of 
events and clients– anything from air force 
promotion parties, to weddings, to memo-
rial services, Halloween parties, birthdays, 
surprise parties, and happy hours. 

He welcomed guests into his tasting room, 
where he and his team could serve cocktails 
and present high-quality spirits. If there’s one 
thing he wishes people knew about spirits, 
it would be the importance of opening your 
mind. Many people, he explains, come into 
his speakeasy and say they absolutely hate 
vodka, for example “Open your mind to it, 
and let us show you that you might like it,” 
he says, going on to say that there is a huge 
delta between a quality spirit and a lot of 
what is out on the market. What you might 
have tasted before may not be how that spirit

Dear Neighborhood Therapist,
I have a reputation for being competent and 

successful, and I live in fear of jeopardizing this 
image, but I feel like I am not living the way I  
want to live in so many ways. There is so much 
I want to do and say, but I am afraid to put my 
ideas out into the world because I fear I will 
look like a fool. I have been told many times that  
“all you have is your reputation.” I believe that,  
and I guard my reputation like gold. But fear of  
public failure and shame has made me afraid to  
apply for jobs, ask someone out on a date, or 
compete for anything at all, because I feel like 
I am supposed to be successful in everything I 
attempt. It has made me unable to “put myself 
out there” in part because this is a small com-
munity and I don’t want it to seem like everything  
in my life isn’t perfect. I know nobody’s life is 
perfect, but I am terrified of seeming desperate 
or being pitied. How can I handle this?

– Fear of Failing, El Segundo

Dear Fear of Failing,
If I could give one gift to everyone, it would 

be the gift of not giving a hoot about what 
others think regarding the vast majority of 
their activities and lifestyle choices.

Of course it’s not so easy, but there is good 
news: I promise you, you’re not that special. I 
mean that in the best possible way.

Most people don’t care about who we are 
or what we do nearly as much as we think. It 
may feel like our failures and shortcomings are 
spotlighted on a public stage, especially when 
we live in a small community and we feel like 
we “know everybody.” But unless you have 
been uniquely horrible in some way - and let’s 
assume you’re wonderful! - most people are 
not going to think that much about you, even 
if you are the “Mayor” of your neighborhood, 
friend group, or community.

Imagine someone who you believe to be 
genuinely humble and kind and also perfect 
at everything. Now imagine that this person 

had tried and failed to do something that was 
really important to them. Is there any chance 
you would think, “Wow, that person is a loser 
and a failure” instead of, “Wow, I thought they 
were perfect, but of course nobody is perfect 
at everything?” Isn’t there also a chance you 
wouldn’t think about it very much at all?

If you lived in a place where you didn’t 
know anybody - where you did not have any 
reputation whatsoever, and thus no goodwill 
to lose - would you go ahead with the ideas 
and actions you are now considering? If the 
answer is no, then I suspect you’re having 
second thoughts about the actions themselves, 
and it’s probably wise to reconsider.

But if the answer is yes, then your next job 
is to answer a few key questions. First: who, 
specifically (name names), might change their 
mind about you? Second: is the risk unaccept-
ably high to you that they might change their 
mind about you in a way that damages your 
relationship? Third, if they did change their 
mind about you in the most negative way 
possible, what are the consequences of this? 
Most importantly: are these consequences 
worse than certainly missing out on whatever 
it is you are contemplating?

“Putting yourself out there” is not going 
to be easy or feel comfortable at first, but I 
suspect that if you try it, the world will not 
collapse around you. You are certainly not 
alone in feeling this way. if we would all give 
ourselves and each other more permission to be 
imperfect, our collective mental health would 
improve dramatically.

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6 Top Medicine Safety Reminders For Your Home
(BPT) - With families spending more time 

than ever working, playing and studying 
at home, it’s a good time to review best 
safety practices when it comes to using and 
storing medicines. This is especially true 
during the cold and flu season - while the 
nation is also in the midst of the COVID-19 
pandemic - when many families may have 
more over-the-counter (OTC) medicines in 
the home than usual.

It’s smart to keep your family safe from 
harm with these helpful easy-to-follow steps.

1. Read and follow Drug Facts labels. Don’t 
take more than the recommended amount of 
medications, as dosage directions are created 
specifically to keep you and your family safe.

2. Don’t combine medications. Some medi-
cines may duplicate active ingredients you’re 
already taking. For example, cold medicines 
may also contain pain relievers and/or fever 
reducers, so if you’re already taking a pain 
reliever, adding a cold medicine could mean 
doubling your intake of an active ingredi-
ent, which could be harmful. Double check 
medication labels for the active ingredients 
and only take one at a time. When in doubt, 
contact your healthcare professional for advice.

3. Store medications up, away and out of 
sight from the reach of children. Make sure 
to buy only child-resistant containers, but 
remember - “child-resistant” does not mean 
“childproof.” Keeping them out of reach is 
also crucial for safety. Put them up and away, 
out of sight and out of reach, after every use.

4. Store other items safely. Any poten-
tially toxic substances your kids could get 
into should also be kept well out of reach, 
including, but not limited to: hand sanitizer, 
vitamins, diaper rash cream and eye drops.

5. Keep medications in a cool, dry place. 
The bathroom medicine cabinet is actually 
not ideal for storing medicines, as heat and 
humidity can affect them.

6. Consult your healthcare professional if 
you or a family member feels ill. You can get 
advice on what kinds of OTC medicines (if 
any) are appropriate for the symptoms you 
or your family member are experiencing, and 
specific dosage recommendations.

If someone has a fever
It can be upsetting when someone has a 

fever, especially your child. A fever is actually 
the body’s natural defense against bacterial 
or viral infections. A person’s normal body 
temperature is approximately 98.6 degrees 
F, but it may fluctuate depending on differ-
ent factors.

If you or a family member has an elevated 
temperature, it may signal the presence of a 
bacterial or viral infection. A fever is also 
one of the common symptoms of COVID-19, 
amongst many other conditions. If you are 
concerned about a fever, it’s best to contact 
your healthcare professional.

Your healthcare professional may recom-
mend an OTC pain reliever/fever reducer to 
help you feel better, no matter what the cause. 
Common OTC pain relievers that can reduce 

fever and achiness include acetaminophen (the 
active ingredient in Tylenol) and nonsteroi-
dal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs) like 
ibuprofen (the active ingredient in Advil or 
Motrin IB). These medications are safe and 
effective when used as directed. Always read 
Drug Facts labels carefully and follow their 
directions for dosage and timing.

For a fever, it also helps to:
• �Drink plenty of water to prevent dehydration 

and help lower body temperature
• �Rest as much as possible, so your body 

can help fight off the infection
• �Eat light foods that are easy to digest, like 

crackers and soup
• �Use a cool compress or damp washcloth on 

your forehead to help lower your temperature
A body temperature at or above 104 degrees 

F requires immediate care, so contact your 
healthcare professional right away, or call an 
urgent care or emergency provider if your 
regular healthcare professional is unavailable.

Be prepared for an emergency
Make sure you and any caregivers (includ-

ing older children or babysitters) know how 
to contact Poison Control at 1-800-222-1222 
for free, confidential, expert medical and 
safety advice, 24/7. Program the number into 
phones and post it visibly at home.
